¥ But do not overlook this one fact, beloved, that with the Lord one day is as a thousand years, and
a thousand years as one day. * The Lord is not slow to fulfill his promise as some count slowness, but
is patient toward you, not wishing that any should perish, but that all should reach repentance. '
But the day of the Lord will come like a thief, and then the heavens will pass away with a roar, and
the heavenly bodies will be burned up and dissolved, and the earth and the works that are done on
it will be exposed. ' Since all these things are thus to be dissolved, what sort of people ought you
to be in lives of holiness and godliness, '* waiting for and hastening the coming of the day of God,
because of which the heavens will be set on fire and dissolved, and the heavenly bodies will melt as
they burn! " But according to his promise we are waiting for new heavens and a new earth in which
righteousness dwells. 14 Therefore, beloved, since you are waiting for these, be diligent to be found by
him without spot or blemish, and at peace. " And count the patience of our Lord as salvation, just
as our beloved brother Paul also wrote to you according to the wisdom given him, ' as he does in
all his letters when he speaks in them of these matters. There are some things in them that are hard
to understand, which the ignorant and unstable twist to their own destruction, as they do the other
Scriptures. ' You therefore, beloved, knowing this beforehand, take care that you are not carried away
with the error of lawless people and lose your own stability. '® But grow in the grace and knowledge
of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ. To him be the glory both now and to the day of eternity. Amen.

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And although we are unworthy, because of our many sins, to offer you any sacrifice, yet we ask you
to accept this duty and service we owe, not weighing our merits, but pardoning our offenses, through
Jesus Christ our Lord.

By him, and with him, and in him, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, all honor and glory is yours,
Almighty Father, now and for ever. AMEN.

Invitation to Communion

Communion Instructions

All baptized Christians, regardless of denomination, are welcome to receive the real and living presence of Christ in this
Holy Communion. Anyone may come forward for a blessing in liew of Communion. Please indicate your desire for a
blessing by crossing your arms on your chest.

An usher will release the aisles to come forward for Communion. A verger will direct you to the altar rail where a priest

will place a wafer in your hands. If you would like to dip the wafer into the wine, hold it so it is visible and the first chalice

bearer will offer you the intinction chalice for you to do so. If you would like to drink from the common cup, consume the
bread and drink from the chalice offered by the second chalice bearer.

Gluten-free wafers are available from the acolytes in front of the pulpit or the lectern. Once you have obtained your wafer,
come to the priest for the words of administration.
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Prayer Ministry: If you would like to be prayed for by a team of prayer ministers, after receiving communion, please
proceed to the prayer ministry teams in either transept. You may form a line along the wall of the transept if necessary.

Home Communion: If you are unable to attend services at St. Peter’s because you are home-bound
or otherwise unable, we can bring Communion to you.
