The Gospel Remain Standing. John 20: 19-31

Gospeler:  'The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to St. John.
People:  Glory to you, Lord Christ.

" On the evening of that day, the first day of the week, the doors being locked where the disciples
were for fear of the Jews, Jesus came and stood among them and said to them, “Peace be with you.”
9 When he had said this, he showed them his hands and his side. Then the disciples were glad when
they saw the Lord. *' Jesus said to them again, “Peace be with you. As the Father has sent me, even
so I am sending you.” ** And when he had said this, he breathed on them and said to them, “Receive
the Holy Spirit. ** If you forgive the sins of any, they are forgiven them; if you withhold forgiveness
from any, it is withheld.” ** Now Thomas, one of the twelve, called the Twin, was not with them
when Jesus came. ** So the other disciples told him, “We have seen the Lord.” But he said to them,
“Unless I see in his hands the mark of the nails, and place my finger into the mark of the nails, and
place my hand into his side, I will never believe.” *® Eight days later, his disciples were inside again,
and Thomas was with them. Although the doors were locked, Jesus came and stood among them
and said, “Peace be with you.” * Then he said to Thomas, “Put your finger here, and see my hands;
and put out your hand, and place it in my side. Do not disbelieve, but believe.” *® Thomas answered
him, “My Lord and my God!” # Jesus said to him, “Have you believed because you have seen me?
Blessed are those who have not seen and yet have believed.” ** Now Jesus did many other signs in the
presence of the disciples, which are not written in this book; *' but these are written so that you may
believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God, and that by believing you may have life in his name.

Holy and gracious Father: In your infinite love you made us for yourself; and when we had sinned
against you and become subject to evil and death, you, in your mercy, sent your only Son Jesus Christ
into the world for our salvation. By the Holy Spirit and the Virgin Mary he became flesh and dwelt
among us. In obedience to your will, he stretched out his arms upon the Cross and offered himself
once for all, that by his suffering and death we might be saved.

Communion Instructions

All baptized Christians, regardless of denomination, are welcome to receive the real and living presence of Christ
in this Holy Communion. Anyone may come forward for a blessing in liew of Communion.
Please indlicate your desire for a blessing by crossing your arms on your chest.

An usher will release the aisles to come forward for Communion. A verger will direct you to the altar rail. A priest
will place a wafer in your hands when you come forward. If you would like to intinct the bread yourself, hold it
so 1t is visible and the first chalice bearer will offer you the intinction chalice for you to dip it in.

If you would like to drink from the common cup, consume the bread and drink from
the chalice offered by the second chalice bearer.

Gluten-free wafers are available from the acolytes in front of the pulpit or the lectern. Once you have obtained
your wafer, come to the altar rail and hold the wafer so it is visible to the priest for words of administration.

Home Communion: If you are unable to attend services at St. Peter’s because you are home-bound
or otherwise unable, we can bring Communion to you.
