Not only that, but we rejoice in our sufferings, knowing that
suffering produces endurance, * and endurance produces character, and character produces hope, °
and hope does not put us to shame, because God’s love has been poured into our hearts through the
Holy Spirit who has been given to us. ® For while we were still weak, at the right time Christ died
for the ungodly. 7 For one will scarcely die for a righteous person—though perhaps for a good person
one would dare even to die— ® but God shows his love for us in that while we were still sinners,
Christ died for us. ? Since, therefore, we have now been justified by his blood, much more shall we
be saved by him from the wrath of God. '° For if while we were enemies we were reconciled to God
by the death of his Son, much more, now that we are reconciled, shall we be saved by his life. "

received reconciliation.

Acquire no gold or silver or copper for your belts, ' no bag for your journey, or two tunics or
sandals or a staff, for the laborer deserves his food. ' And whatever town or village you enter, find
out who is worthy in it and stay there until you depart. '* As you enter the house, greet it. '’ And if
the house is worthy, let your peace come upon it, but if it is not worthy, let your peace return to you.
" And if anyone will not receive you or listen to your words, shake off the dust from your feet when
you leave that house or town. © Truly, I say to you, it will be more bearable on the day of judgment
for the land of Sodom and Gomorrah than for that town.

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Communion Instructions

All baptized Christians, regardless of denomination, are welcome to receive the real and living presence
of Christ in this Holy Communion. Anyone may come forward for a blessing in liew of Communion.
Please indicate your desire for a blessing by crossing your arms on your chest.

An usher will release the aisles to come forward for Communion. A verger will direct you to the altar rail where

a priest will place a wafer in your hands. If you would like to dip the wafer into the wine, hold it so it is visible

and the first chalice bearer will offer you the intinction chalice for you to do so. If you would like to drink from
the common cup, consume the bread and drink from the chalice offered by the second chalice bearer.

Gluten-free wafers are available from the acolytes in front of the pulpit or the lectern. Once you have obtained
your wafer, come to the priest for the words of administration.

Prayer Ministry: If you would like to be prayed for by a team of prayer ministers, after receiving
communion, please proceed to the prayer ministry teams near the Liberty Cross in the transept near the
large wooden door to classroom 201. You may form a line along the wall of the transept if necessary.

Home Communion: If you are unable to attend services at St. Peter’s because you are home-bound or
otherwise unable, we can bring Communion to you.
