All you who stand near 
this marvelous and holy flame, pray with me to God the Almighty, for the grace to sing the worthy 
praise of this great light; through Jesus Christ his Son our Lord, who lives and reigns with him, in 
the unity of the Holy Spirit, 

Then the Cantor, standing near the Paschal Candle, sings the Exsultet. (Remain standing.)

The Celebrant lights the Paschal Candle from the newly kindled fire, and says

May the light of Christ, rising in glory, banish all darkness from our hearts and minds.

Eternal God, who made this most holy night to shine with the brightness of your one true light: 
sanctify this new fire, we pray, and so set us aflame with the fire of your love, that with pure hearts 
and kindled affections we may attain to the radiance of your heavenly glory; through Jesus Christ 
our Lord. Amen.

It is truly right and good, always and everywhere, with our whole heart and mind and voice to praise 
you, the invisible, almighty, and eternal God, and your only-begotten Son Jesus Christ our Lord;

the true Paschal Lamb, the very Lamb of God, whose blood marks the doorposts of believers and 
makes us holy.

Our Savior Jesus Christ said, “Unless 
one is born of water and the Spirit, he cannot enter the kingdom of God”; and 
he commissioned the Church to “make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in 
the Name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.” Here we ask our 
heavenly Father that these Candidates, being baptized with water, may be filled 
with the Holy Spirit, born again, and received into the Church as living members 
of Christ’s body.
